Lucy Jane Ingram was born in Birmingham, Warwickshire, England in 1835. Her father was a carpenter and in 1845, James Holley, also a carpenter, came to board with the Ingram family. James, with his parents, had been baptized into the Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints.

James and Lucy were married, May 10, 1852. James was twenty-six and Lucy was sixteen years of age. A year later James baptized Lucy, over the protests of her parents.

In 1856, James and Lucy and two children sailed from Liverpool for America on the ship “Enoch Train”. In Iowa City they joined the John A. Hunt Wagon Company to cross the plains. They traveled close to the Willie and Martin Handcart companies, and were also caught in the early snows that winter, with many deaths in their company. Lucy Belinda was born to them on the plains in October 1856. The half-starved and nearly frozen company came into the Salt Lake Valley on December 11, 1856, settling in Springville.

Lucy missed the English gardens so much that she carried buckets of water long distances in order to water and care for her beloved flowers. She was talented in Home Arts and won a First Place at the Chicago World’s Fair for a tatted baby cap. She served in church leadership positions, mainly in the Young Women’s organizations.

Lucy passed away in Springville in 1894. Her husband died in 1902, both are buried in Springville.
